• All coaches will be addressed properly. 
• Do not question an umpire at any time for any reason. 
• Do not blame and/or argue with a teammate.  Be positive and encouraging. 
• You are expected to be in control of your emotions at all times.  Do not sulk. 
• See a coach if you have a complaint, concern, or a problem. 
• No one is guaranteed playing time.  You must earn it! 
• Never be “satisfied” with your role on the team.  IMPROVE EVERYDAY!!! 
• Throwing/Kicking equipment will not be tolerated. 
• NO EXCUSES!! 
• Players will sprint on and off the field.  At no time during practice or games are you 

allowed to sit down.  Players should always be standing or be on one knee. 
• Fear no one, but respect everyone. 
• Uniforms will be kept clean and worn correctly.  Shirts are to be tucked in at all times, 

hats will be worn straightforward.  Rally caps are acceptable when appropriate. 
• Good sportsmanship.  regardless of victory or defeat; never heckle opposing players,

Parent Rules: 

 
• Be a fan of everyone on the team. 
• Respect the decisions of umpires.  I’ll let them know if I feel like they missed a call. 
• Respect other fans, coaches, and players. 
• Do not poison the water toward a coach, the South Wake program, or teammates by your 

conversations. 
• Do not talk to coaches on game day or during practice hours about a complaint.  If you 

need to discuss something, we can set up an appointment. 
• Talk to your child if they have any questions.  If they still have questions, contact the 

coach and we will set up an appointment to communicate the concern.  Playing time is not 
a valid reason to question the coaching staff.  The competitive atmosphere at practice 
helps the coaching staff evaluate who has earned the majority of the playing time.  No 
one is guaranteed playing time. 

• Please refrain from talking to the players and coaches during games.  I encourage you 
to cheer them on but do not under any circumstance coach from the bleachers.  The 
boys need to focus on the game to avoid confusion.
